This past weekend, instead of attending church, I had a holy moment in a 
nursing home, sitting at the bedside of my college advisor as he shared 
some final words of wisdom with me. We talked about the importance of 
living without regrets, of trying new things, and of seeking connection with 
those around us. 
 
I am beyond grateful for the time I shared with my professor, but I still 
wish that I had reached out sooner. I wish I had gotten more time to sit 
and listen to his stories, to soak up more of his knowledge. And I wonder, 
is this how the disciples felt when Jesus was no longer among them?
